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Mikumo-lwara site -ITO Kingdom—

The Mikumo-lwara site is south of Itoshima city, Fukuoka
Prefecture. This Yayol period site was named [ITO-Kingdom] as
described in the Chinese Chronicle, Wei Zhi. It's located between
two river, and the area is about 60 hectares, one of the largest
scale in Yayoi period.

The result of the excavations, in the center there was the main
settlement area, and in east to south there was the main burial
area. Between the two area, several moat were invented to divide
the settlement to burial area.

Many relics brought over from China and Korean peninsula have
been excavated, and that the origins of some of there items
extends past China to west Asia. ({SEME)
